Requirements for Contents of Feasibility Study

	1. Clearly stated objectives. 

	2. Adequate information  for a judgment to be made on the merits of proceeding with the proposed project on:
· the heat and electricity requirements of the site;

· the technical specification and proposed operating pattern of the CHP plant in sufficient detail to support plant specification and ordering;

· requirements for the plant to be connected to the electricity and fuel supply systems;

· the reference case/plant against which the proposed CHP plant performance is to be compared;

· provision for any likely import or export of electricity or heat including back-up;

· the economics of the plant;

· energy savings resulting from the plant;

· emissions savings resulting from the plant;

· fuel supplies to the plant and robustness of supplies;
· a plausible schedule for construction and commissioning of the plant;
· any necessary building construction or alternation;

· requirements to meet regulation and licensing provisions.


	3. Consideration of annual energy savings and metering  to meet the requirements of the EU Co- Generation Directive (2004/8/EC)
· Applicants must ensure that the CHP plant when operational will meet the “high-efficiency” requirements of  EU Directive (2004/8/EC) achieving the primary energy savings as per Annex III of the Directive; supplemented by the Guidelines for the implementation of the CHP Directive.
· Applicants must agree to install heat and electricity metering necessary to meet the requirements of EU Directive (2004/8/EC).
