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New report examines metering options for small-scale renewable and CHP electricity generation in Ireland
Sustainable Energy Ireland (SEI) has published a report examining the metering options for small-scale renewable and combined heat and power (CHP) electricity generation in Ireland. The report is intended to outline policy options relating to the feasibility of implementing “two-way metering” for such generators in Ireland and inform policy on complex associated issues for renewable and CHP small-scale embedded generation (SSEG).  
The report is published at a time of rapid change in the Irish electricity market.  These changes will have significant implications for the future of renewable and CHP SSEG.  Indeed, almost all of the regulatory and electricity market factors that affect the installation and operation of SSEG are currently, or will soon, be under review.  
Three factors in particular look set to substantially impact on metering:

· the creation of a Single Electricity Market as part of the All-Island Project;

· ongoing market opening in both the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland; 
· changes in the primary support mechanism for renewable and CHP electricity generation in the Republic.

The report identifies four small scale electricity generator scale bands and five associated electricity metering options and analyses the appropriateness of these options for each scale of generation. The results of the analysis provide a guide to the options for metering small scale electricity generation and the parameters which might influence the selection of an option in a range of circumstances.
